Resulting in authentic red/brown rust with a powdery residue. As if the rust process occurred naturally on metal over a period of time. Giving the treated object a solid, rusted, metal weathered look.

COLOURS:
Rust Paint are available in the following colours: 

· Natural Rust 

· White Rust 

· Green Rust
ADVANTAGES:
Rust Paint can be applied to any surface i.e. Wood, Concrete, Metal, Asbestos, PVC, Glass etc. Provided the surface has not already been treated with an enamel or oil based undercoat. Should this be the case the surface should be cleaned, sanded and then primed. Before aplication of the Rust Paint. It is an excellent finish for outdoor ornaments or garden pots, since the more the paint is exposed to the elements the more it matures and keep on changing colour. Turning your valued artwork or focal point into a living piece of art. 

COVERAGE:
1lt of Rust Paint will cover an area of about 5m ². The ratio for application is 500ml Activator to 1lt of Rust Paint. 

APPLICATION:
1. Prime raw surface with any acrylic PVA base coat. 

2. Stir/mix Rust Paint extremely well. 

3. Apply a thick layer of rust paint with a paintbrush. 

4. Leave to dry till paint is tacky to the touch but does not give off on your fingers, or completely dry. 

5. Stir/shake Rust Activator and pour into a mist spray bottle. (i.e. Old windowlene bottle) 

6. Spray object with Activator till completely wet and leave to dry. 

7. Note: The rate of rusting and colour are affected by environmental factors such as wind/sunshine and temperatures. As well as the rate of density by which it is applied - The thicker the layer of paint the more severe the rust and the richer the colour - The thinner the layer of paint the darker the colour and less severe the corrosion or rust process. 

8. When dry, rinse with water or apply more Activator for brighter results. 

· If after application you find that the Rust colour appears to be a bit on the yellow or orange side of the spectrum. Relax. Don't worry. You did everything right. 

· All this means is that the Rust Paint needs some time to mature. Over a period of time it will gradually change colour and turn into the rich reddish rust that you expected. 

· The more exposed to the elements, the quicker the colour will change. 

· Should you feel that you of the impatient type you can speed up the process a bit by applying more activator. Just keep in mind that should you apply too many applications of activator, you run the risk of "burning" the Rust Paint. Which will turn it darker.
PRECAUTION:
Although the product is water based the use of gloves are recommended when applying the Rust Paint and Activator. This product is not meant for human consumption.Keep out of reach of children.Store at temperatures bellow 25 °C 



	  An antique, Blue/Green Patina, Rust finish achieved by applying the Blue/Green Patina onto an already rusted object or surface. Final colour is generated and altered by adding Neutralizer and Booster. The end result gives the impression of an object or artefacts that have been lying and corroding on the ocean bed for several years.

ADVANTAGES:
Blue/Green Patina can be applied to any surface that has been treated with DEOKEN Rust Paint. The colour is determined by the amount of Neutralizer or Booster that is applied, so you are in control. 

COVERAGE:
50ml Blue/Green Patina to be used with 1lt Rust Paint. Along with 500ml Booster and 500ml Neutralizer for colour activation. 

APPLICATION:
· Treat surface or object with Rust Paint. 

· Shake/Mix Blue/Green Patina. 

· Apply Blue/Green Patina by: 

· Dabbing randomly with a paintbrush. 

· Splatting with an old toothbrush. 

· Flicking drops using a paintbrush. 

· Spraying making use of a mist spray bottle. (i.e. Old windowlene bottle).

· Pour Booster and Neutralizer into their own individual spray bottles. 

· Spray Booster and Neutralizer in alternate applications onto treated areas. 

· Leave to dry between applications to observe the colour. 

· Add more Booster or Neutralizer till desired colour is achieved (refer to table at bottom for colour guideline.)
SUMMARY OF APPLICATION:
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	A watery, streaky weathered look created by applying the stain and then rinsing with water. The 1st overall effect generates the impression of exposed sandstone or wall surfaces that have been stained by running or leaking water over a period of time. 
The 2nd effect achieved is that of a solid rich leathery look by applying the stain onto a dry surface, leaving it to dry. Generating a mottled, leathery dark appearance. 




COLOURS:
Acid Stains are available in the following colours: 

· Light Charka 

· Dark Charka 

· Clay
ADVANTAGES:
Acid Stains were formulated specifically for cement and concrete surfaces. A reaction between the Stain and Concrete surface occurs bonding it to the surface. It is great for creating natural looking colours effects both inside and outside. (i.e. Turning those dull looking pre-cast walls into a more three dimensional aesthetically pleasing surface.) 

COVERAGE:
When using APPLICATION METHOD 1 one would cover 10-25m² per litre.
And when using APPLICATION METHOD 2 one should cover 7-10m² per litre. 

APPLICATION 1:
· Rinse Concrete or Cement surface liberally with water to remove all dust and dirt. 

· While still soaking wet apply Stain using a paintbrush. Applying as fast as possible to avoid unnecessary streaking. 

· Leave to dry for about 3-5 minutes. 

· Using a hosepipe sparingly rinse of the stain. Only rising where you would like to create lighter shades and not rinsing where you would like to have darker shades. 

· Rinsing should be done in a streaky manner or solid running lines. 

· Leave to dry and then seal the surface using "DEO-KEN SEALER".
APPLICATION 2:
· Rinse Concrete or Cement surface liberally with water to remove all dust and dirt. 

· Leave to dry. 

· Apply Stain using a paintbrush onto dry surface using a X-Cross action. Applying as fast as possible to avoid unnecessary streaking. 

· Leave to dry completely. 

· If a richer more shiny look is desired seal with "DEO-KEN SEALER" or polish with clear wax polish. 

· It is advisable to always seal the surface after application of Acid Stains to preserve the colour and avoid rubbing or chipping.
PRECAUTION:
Although the product is water based the use of gloves are recommended when applying Acid Stains.
Acid is harmful when consumed.

Store at temperatures bellow 25°C. 



	  A rich natural three-dimensional Rock Finish created by applying Rock stain in consecutive layers.Allowing one to duplicate and reproduce any rock surface or texture. 




COLOURS:
Rock stains are available in four different colours: 

· Rock Black 

· Rock Biscuit 

· Rock Red 

· Rock Tan
ADVANTAGES:
Matching of any rock surface is possible by combining the available colours. Designed specifically for raw cement surfaces. Especially handy in the Rock Pool Industry and for Garden Designers, working with artificial rock water features. 

COVERAGE:
Due to the application method coverage is quite vast. One should be able to cover a region of 30m² per litre of Rock Stain. 

APPLICATION:
· Rinse the surface to remove all dust particles and dirt. 

· Leave to dry completely. 

· Pour desired colour into an air pressure spray pump (i.e. Solo pump). 

· Apply Rock Stain by ensuring that the nozzle will spray in a speckled manner. 

· Start with the lightest colour first. 

· Apply by building up layers of speckles to create the desired effect. Spraying more speckles where a darker tone is desired and speckling less where lighter shades are required. 

· Leave to dry between each layer otherwise streaking and running could occur. 

· Follow with a darker colour of Rock stain demarcating areas of definition and shading. 

· Again building up layers of speckles. 

· By layering different colours over each other different colours and shades can be achieved. Don't be afraid to experiment!!! 

· Continue the above-mentioned steps with each individual colour until the desired tone or finish is achieved.

PRECAUTION:
Although Rock Stain is essentially water soluble the use of gloves and goggles, especially when working in windy conditions, are advised. To avoid any unnecessary staining of hands or nasty accidents - please adhere to the abovementioned. Keep out of reach of children.
